1. ABOUT THE POLICY

1.1. Application Area

This Contractors, subcontractors and suppliers Policy
(the “Policy”) applies to all employees of UBC
Kholod Ltd (the “Company”), to Company’s
authorized representatives, as well as to Board
Members. We  also  expect  contractors,
subcontractors and suppliers from whom the
Company order goods and/or services, hereinafter
referred to as “Third Parties”, to adhere and to
follow the Policy in a consistent manner in
performing their services/supplying goods for us.
For the purposes of this Policy, Third Parties do not
include agents, advisers, consultants and other
intermediaries acting on Company’s behalf.

1.2. Objective of the Policy

The purpose of this Policy is to prevent and, where
necessary, to address potential corrupt or unlawful
conduct by Third Parties and to protect Company and
our employees against related ethical, legal and
business risks. This Policy also establishes due
diligence procedure to help the Company in
monitoring, assessing, and prevention corruption
risks associated with Third Parties. The rules set up
in this Policy will also help Company employees
to address a Third Party’s violations of this Policy
or certain obligations imposed based on the
contract with the Company.

1.3. Why It Is Important to Follow the Policy
Breach of the applicable law can result in negative
consequences for the Company and its employees,
ranging from reputational and financial damage to
civil and criminal law liability, and/or sanctions by
regulatory authorities. The Company will take
disciplinary actions against employees breaching the
Policy, up to termination of employment.

Examples of breaches are, but not limited to, the
following:

- failure to disclose any situation that constitutes or
could result in an actual or potential conflict of
interest;

- lack of attention or diligence when assessing the
Third Party;

- direct or indirect retaliation against an employee
who reports an actual or suspected violation of the
anti-corruption laws or this Policy, etc.

Employees, authorized representatives of the
Company and Board Members must report all
suspected breaches of this Policy or those of the
applicable  anti-corruption legislation. Any
information suggesting that a violation of the Policy
by an employee, authorized representative of the
Company or a Board Member, or by a Third Party
has occurred or is about to occur should be reported
promptly to the Company’s Compliance Officer/
Legal Department. The Company also expects Third
Parties to report in good faith any concerns that may
arise in connection with the supply of goods or
services to the Company or any other business
interaction or related to potential violations of this
Policy, laws, regulations or other ethical and
ntegrity risks. Every reported alert will be carefully
considered, investigated and treated in confidence.
Failure of a Third Party to follow the Policy can
result in the termination of our business relationship,
including executed contracts with such Third Party
and suspension of payments as set out in this Policy.

2. KEY TERMS

“Public Official” means a person who performs any
activity related to the performance of functions of the
state, works in local government, government-
controlled enterprise, international organization,
political party, or who is known to be closely linked
to a public official in a way that influencing this
person is or may be perceived as potentially or
actually  influencing  the  public  official
himself/herself. Those may include close relatives of
the Public Official (e.g. spouses, children, parents or
siblings, or spouses of a child or a sibling). The full

“Conflict of Interest” means a situation or
circumstances in which  private interests of
employees may influence the objective and impartial
performance of their official duties; in this regards,
private interests include any advantage for
themselves, their families or personal acquaintances.
“lllegal Benefit” means money or other property,
advantages, privileges, services, intangible assets,
and anything else of tangible or intangible value,
which is promised, offered, given or received
without lawful basis.

“Prohibited Practices” means any of the following:
(@) a *“Coercive Practice” which means impairing
or harming, or threatening to impair or harm, directly
or indirectly, any party or the property of any party
to influence improperly the actions of a party;

(b) a “Collusive Practice” which means an
arrangement between two or more parties designed
to achieve an improper purpose, including to
influence improperly the actions of another party;

(c) a*“Corrupt Practice” which means the offering,
giving, receiving or soliciting, directly or indirectly,
of anything of value to influence improperly the
actions of another party and which term shall also
include a Facilitation Payment;

(d) a “Fraudulent Practice” which means any act
or omission, including a misrepresentation, that
knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to
mislead, a party to obtain a financial or other benefit
or to avoid an obligation;

(e) an “Obstructive Practice” which means any of:
(1) destroying, falsifying, altering or concealing
of evidence material to a Company investigation,
which impedes the Company’s investigation;

(2) making false statements to investigators in
order to materially impede a Company investigation
into allegations of a Prohibited Practice;

(3) failing to comply with requests to provide
information, documents or records in connection
with a Company investigation;

(4) threatening, harassing or intimidating any
party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of
matters relevant to a Company investigation or from
pursuing the investigation; or

(5) materially impeding the exercise of the
Company’s contractual rights of audit or inspection
or access to information.

(9) a “Theft” which means the misappropriation of
property belonging to another party.

For the purpose of paragraph (d) above, the test for
recklessness is satisfied, as applicable, if the actor is
indifferent as to: (i) the outcome or consequence of
an act or omission; or (ii) whether information
supplied or a representation made is true or false.

“Facilitation Payment” means illegal or unofficial
payments, including a relatively minor payment with
insignificant value, made to a Public Official,
notaries, auditors, experts, or arbitrators, or any other
persons performing an official function in order to
secure and/or expedite the performance of a routine
or necessary action, and/or provision of services that
the Company is legally entitled to receive without
making such payment.

3. GENERAL PRINCIPLES

3.1. Zero tolerance to corruption and bribery
Company conducts its business in a fair and
transparent manner, complies with all applicable
anti-corruption legislation and does not give any
Illegal Benefit to anyone, whether to receive any
unlawful benefits for our business or for any other
reasons.

Equally, the Company requires Third Parties to
comply with all applicable anti-corruption
legislation and they shall not engage in Prohibited
Practices, whether in the context of supplying goods
and/or services for or on behalf of the Company or
otherwise.

3.2. Conflicts of Interest

Employees shall always avoid Conflicts of Interest
as well as the appearance of Conflicts of Interest,
including in their dealings with Third Parties.

Each employee shall promptly notify Company’s
Compliance Officer/ Legal Department if he or she
becomes aware of an actual or potential Conflict of
Interest or any Prohibited Practice connected to
engagement of the Third Party.

Company does not tolerate money laundering,
violation of applicable economic sanctions laws and

Third Parties shall refrain from any such
unlawful activity in connection with any relationship
with the Company.

3.4. Labor relations

The Company complies with applicable laws or
industry standards regarding minimum wages,
working hours, overtime and benefits.

Company employees are not required to work more
than 40 hours per week, including overtime, on a
regular basis (or more than standard working hours
and overtime, subject to applicable law).

Wages in case of overtime work are paid in
accordance with the law.

Workers must be entitled to at least one day off every
seven days, as well as adequate breaks during work
and sufficient rest periods between shifts.

The Company grants all employees the right to be
absent from work in case of temporary disability
(sickness) and annual leave, as well as parental leave
for eligible employees with a newborn or newly
adopted child, in accordance with applicable law.
Employees who take such leave should not, or
should, be dismissed as a result

should face dismissal.

The company provides all employees with a written,
understandable and legally binding employment
agreement.

The Initiator must ensure that Third Party starts
supplying the goods or rendering services or works
for the Company only after (i) the Third Party(ies),
including any sub- contractors which the Third Party
proposes to use, which is/are subject to due diligence
has/have successfully passed the scrutiny, and (ii) a
written contract between the Company and the Third
Party, which includes all mandatory anti-corruption
clauses is in place (see Section 5 of this Policy).

3.6. Environmental consciousness

The company is well aware of the importance of
complying with applicable legislation and other
requirements related to the impact of its activities,
products and services on the environment.

The company proactively prevents any negative
impact on the environment from its activities. The
company is aware of the need to prevent, control, and
reduce pollution and generation of solid waste,
wastewater, and atmospheric emissions.

3.7 Management of Chemicals and Hazardous
Materials

The Company requires Third Parties to comply with
the chemical management procedure, including the
safe procurement, storage, treatment, use and
disposal of waste, especially for hazardous materials.
Workers who work with the relevant substances
must be trained in safety procedures. The Chemical
Safety Data Sheet (SDS) for hazardous materials
must be available in the local language, up-to-date,
and retained for reference. Third parties must ensure
that appropriate controls are in place to protect
workers and the environment, including clear
labeling, safe storage, spill prevention, and the
provision of appropriate personal protective
equipment. The company also strives to minimize
the use of hazardous substances and replace them
with safer alternatives.

3.8. Decent attitude to land rights

The Company requires Third Parties to treat the land,
forests and water rights of individuals and
communities affected by their activities and
procurement methods with dignity. All matters
relating to the ownership or use of land, including
any transfers of rights or usufruct agreements, must
comply with the principles of free, prior and
informed consent and ensure transparency in
contracts and full disclosure. Third parties must
refrain from any methods related to land grabbing.
All necessary environmental permits, approvals and
registrations must be properly obtained, stored and
kept up to date.

3.9. Living conditions

Third parties, if necessary to provide employees with
housing, must ensure that the living conditions of
employees meet or exceed the standards of the local
community, with employees being given unrestricted
access to enter and exit. If employees pay for
housing, the cost must be reasonable and not make

up a significant part of their wages. Third parties, if
necessary, provide safe transport to and from the
place of work. Housing should have separate
bedrooms, living and sanitary facilities for men and
women, if necessary, and allow families to live
together.

Living conditions must comply with local safety
regulations, with a record of inspections and
maintenance. A fire safety plan that includes trained
fire safety officers, regular equipment testing and
training.

4. DUE DILIGENCE
4.1. Scope of Third Parties

4.1.1. Exempted Third Parties

Provided the expected annual value of the contract
with the Third Party does not exceed 5000,00 UAH,
such Third Party should be exempted from due
diligence review, unless there are indicators that the
Third Party is not capable to perform the contract
(e.g., lack of personnel or equipment, no experience
in the relevant field, etc.) or that Third Party may be
involved in any unethical activities, including any
Prohibited Practices.

Notwithstanding  the  foregoing,  registration
documents of the Exempted Third Party, applicable
licenses, types of registered economic activities must
be checked and confirmed to be in good order prior
to entering into any business relationship with such
Third Party.

If the annual value of the contract exceeds the above
threshold, or if the Initiator, after making appropriate
inquiries, becomes aware of any risk indicators
concerning integrity of the Third Party, he or she
must perform full due diligence review of the Third
Party as set out in this Policy.

Company’s Compliance Officer/Legal Department
should routinely check the performance by the
Initiators of their duties under this Section 4.1.1.

4.1.2. Third Parties subject to due diligence

With regards to any non-exempted Third Party, the
Initiator must obtain completed Third Party
Assessment Questionnaire attached as Appendix 1 to
this Policy (the “Questionnaire”) along with
supporting documents as established by the
Company’s Compliance Officer/Legal Department,
and submit to the latter for assessment.

4.2. Due Diligence Process

4.2.1. Initial review and approval

Company’s Compliance Officer/Legal Department,
with the input from the relevant Initiator as required,
must review and verify information in the submitted
Questionnaire and supporting documents. The
information should be verified through review of
public information, government and proprietary
databases and court registers, reference checking,
and through other means as applicable.

At least the following should be checked:

» the commercial necessity of involving a Third
Party;

* legal personality;

« financial independence;

e payment of taxes;

« analysis of judicial activity;

« existence of open executive proceedings;

« conflict of Interests;

« verification of involvement in corrupt practices.
Prior to the conclusion of the contract, as well as
during the validity of the contract, a check of the
potential/existing counterparty is carried out for the
presence of domestic and international sanctions:

- on the website of the Ministry of Economy of
Ukraine
https://www.me.gov.ua/SpecialSanctions/List;

- with the help of the Internet services YouControl,
Vkursi.

Including the mandatory presence of sanctions
against a potential counterparty in the following
sanctions lists:

- Sanctions of the National Security Service of
Ukraine;

- Black list of AMCU;

- OFAC Sanctions of the US Treasury Department;
- US Department of Commerce Bureau of Industry
and Security (BIS) sanctions lists

- Financial sanctions of Great Britain;

- EU sanctions

- Sanctioned list of Canada,

- Australia's consolidated sanctions list,

- Japan's sanctions list against the Russian
Federation in connection with the events in Ukraine.
In case documents contain gaps or inconsistencies,
or if any fact that is of concern has been discovered
during the data verification process, Company’s
Compliance Officer/Legal Department may request
clarifications from the Initiator and/or the Third
Party, and discuss any relevant issues points with
such parties, or, where, in the viewof the
Company’s Compliance Officer/Legal Department
this s necessary, engage an entity
specializing in third party due diligence.

Following the finalization of due diligence,
Company’s Compliance Officer/Legal Department
should complete the Third Party Approval Form
(Appendix 2), summarizing findings and concluding
whether it is possible to contract the Third Party(ies)
in question.

The existence of the red flags does not automatically
mean that the Company must not engage the Third
Party. The circumstances of the risk must be
considered and decided by the Company’s
Compliance Officer/Legal Department as to whether
(i) the risk can be mitigated or managed or (ii) the
risk is deemed too great and the Third Party must be
rejected.

4.2.2. Review of existing Third Parties
Company’s Compliance Officer/Legal Department
must review the existing contracts with Third Parties
concluded prior to this Policy becoming effective,
and ensure these are consistent with the requirements
of this Policy.

4.2.3. Secondary due diligence

Every four years upon completion of the due
diligence process with regards to a specific Third
Party, and provided Third Party continues working
with the Company, the Initiator should arrange due
diligence renewal through performance of the steps
set out in Section 4.2 of this Policy with regards to
such Third Party.

5. THIRD PARTY CONTRACT CLAUSES

5.1. After conducting a legal review and approval of
the Third Party, and accordingly of the Third Party
that is not subject to review, the Initiator must ensure
that provisions are included in the contract with such
Third Party that meet the following conditions
("Conditions of Contracts with Third Parties"):

5.1.1. The third party shall comply with applicable
law, this Policy and the Company's Code of Business
Conduct and Ethics, which shall be incorporated as
part of the Agreement by reference.

5.1.2. The contract must contain an accurate
description of the goods or services to be provided.
5.1.3. The Third Party shall be strictly prohibited
from providing, promising or offering an Unlawful
Benefit or otherwise violating the law. In the
performance of their obligations under this
Agreement, the Parties, their related parties,
employees or intermediaries are prohibited from
performing actions that qualify as commercial
bribery, or soliciting such bribery. Commercial
bribery is an offer, provision or transfer to a Party's
representative (his/her family members) of an
